Tuition Payment Policy

The following Tuition Payment Policy has been established by the Southeast Christian
Academy and must be adhered to in order for a student to continue his/her education at
the school.

Preschool Tuition

Registration Book Fee Tuition
PK-3 & PK-4 $100.00 : $85.00 $120.00 per week

Preschool payments are due each Monday. If payments are not received by Tuesday of
each week the student will not be permitted to continue at Southeast until the account
becomes current. All payments should be in the form of a check, money order, bank
certified check or cashier’s check. (Cash will be accepted but we prefer the afore
mentioned methods of payment.)

Kindergarten - 5" Grade

There is one standard rate for students in kindergarten through 5™ grade. The annual rate
is $4,200.00 which can be paid totally on August 1%, a ten (10) month payment plan or a
nine (9) month payment plan.

10-Month Plan Payment is $420.00 per month with first payment
due on August 1* and last payment due May 1%,

9-Month Plan Payment is $467.00 per month with first payment due on
September 1* and last payment due May 1%,

Payments are due the first day of each month. Any payment received after the 10” of each
month will incur a $20.00 late fee. All payments should be made by check, money order,
bank certified check or cashier’s check. (Cash will be accepted buy we prefer the afore
mentioned methods of payment.) If you are unable to meet one of your monthly
obligations, please telephone the school office at (614) 231-0051 prior to the first day of
the month. If tuition is in the arrears one month, a notice of suspension will be mailed and
the child(ren)’s scholastic records will not be transferred to another school. Grade cards
will be held whenever an account is one month pas due. Delinquent accounts may be
turned over for collection.

If a check is returned for “insufficient funds”, all subsequent payments must be in
the form of a money order, bank certified check or cashier’s check.
